STEWARDSHIP: Today’s readings speak of
hospitality. Abraham, who cheerfully did for his
guests all that desert hospitality required, was
rewarded with his heart’s desire - a son. Martha
also busied herself with all the details of hospital-
ity, but grudgingly and with complaint. Am I a
cheerful or a grudging giver?

WHAT CATHOLICS BELIEVE - about redemption

Catholics believe that our salvation flows from
God's love for us. Because God loves us God "sent his
Son as expiation for our sins" (1 Jn 4:10). By forgiving
sins, Jesus manifested himself to be the Savior. By his
loving obedience to the Father he fulfilled the atoning
mission of the suffering Servant anticipated by the
prophet Isaiah.

The Son of God truly died and was buried, but his
body underwent no corruption. His resurrection is an
event that is historically attested to by the Apostles, and
a mystery by which God the Father raises the Son from
the dead by the power of the Holy Spirit.

Christ is the "firstborn from the dead" (Col 1:18) and
so is the principle of our own resurrection. By his
Ascension, Christ precedes us into heaven and at the
end of time he will come in glory to judge the living and
the dead. For reflection or discussion: Where, when or
how have you recognized Jesus as your personal sav-
ior?
